THE UNIVERSITY AVENUE PROJECT SOUNDTRACK

From May 1 – October 31, 2010, Wing Young Huie’s University Avenue Project will transform Saint Paul’s University Avenue into a six-mile gallery.   500 photographs will be exhibited in store windows and on buildings over 6 miles from the State Capitol to west of Highway 280.

Commissioned by Public Art Saint Paul, Wing has spent the past 3 years photographing the dizzying diversity in neighborhoods connected by this central corridor in the midst of one of the highest concentrations of international immigrants in the country.
